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and honey, plus the bees that are on it. Add extra drawn
combs (if you have them).

B. Purchase a ripe queen cell — If you have a
local beekeeper who produces queens and queen cells,
arrange to pick up ready-to-emerge queen cells. Carry
them in a padded container and use up the same day.
If they are ready to emerge, one virgin — the first one to
emerge — will destroy the rest. From a strong colony, re-
move one or two frames of brood and bees, a food frame,
and install them into a nucleus box as described above. If
you want to keep the new colony (-ies) in the same apiary
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
